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Concert-goers at the More FM
Winery Tour in Tauranga next
month will reduce their carbon
footprint thanks to anew recycling
initiative. The Glass Packaging
Forum is to organise glass. .
recycling at the Tauranga show
and the other 17 events in the four.
Glass bottles bought at the concert
will be recycled, part of an initiative
to eventually make the tour a “zero
waste” event. The concert,
featuring Tim Finn, Bic Runga,
Dave Dobbyn, Che Fu and Boh
Runga, is at Wharepai Domain on
February 28.
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In Australian MRFs, the loss rate is
about 45 per cent. Under Auckland’s old
system, it was five per cent on a bad day.
“The current process is fundamentally
flawed,” says John Webber, the general
manager of the Glass Packaging Forum.

Webber set up the first bottle banks in
Auckland in the 1980s when he worked
for ACI, which is now O-I New Zealand.
“You don’t get a whole lot of separated
stuff, mix it up and then subsequently
try to separate it.”

And it’s not just glass. Paper and card-
board from Visy’s MRF, for instance, are
unable to be used in the plants of most
local cardboard manufacturers because

there’s too much glass in them.
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
